The ‘festival’ weekend is designed
for Esperanto-speakers to ‘do their
own thing.’ It is open to groups —
federations, for example — to
arrange their own programmes but
to eat communally (and to relax
afterwards in the pub) with members
of other groups. One of the regular
groups that attends is the theatre
group whose specimen programme
appears in this leaflet. Anyone
wanting to arrange their own
weekend should simply take the
outline of this programme and,
bearing in mind meal-times and
other fixed points in the day, fill the
slots accordingly.

Please note the theatre strand of
the ‘festival’ weekend is not for
beginners. Those who are learning
the language and wish to practise it
should either arrange with their local
club to organise a separate
programme during the weekend or
come on one of the other Esperanto
courses run at the college (for
instance the Course-you-can event
in October. Alternatively, if you are a
beginner, you might care to attend
the ‘festival’ weekend simply to
listen to the language and to
familiarise yourself with its sounds.
Whatever you decide, you will be
assured a warm welcome at
Wedgwood Memorial College.

These extra activities help strengthen the college in its
resolve to offer a dynamic and exciting adult liberal
education programme.
